Sounds of CHILDREN'’S LAUGHTER, a backyard BIRTHDAY...
EXT. PORCH - BACKYARD - RANCH HOUSE - SINALOA - DAY

... where we find a LITTLE GIRL, 10, STARING up at a BLACK
HOLE in the corner of the porch roof of a humble ranch house.

She’s not part of the barbecue fun. Instead, transfixed by a
WASP circling the hole in the weathered wood. Its HOME.

OLDER BROTHER (0.S.)
Don’'t be scared. They don’t sting.

The girl’s OLDER BROTHER, 11, at her side.
OLDER BROTHER (CONT'D)
Mom says if you don’t bother them,
they won’t bother you.

Off the Girl’s look - you sure? He nods...

OLDER BROTHER (CONT'D)
Come on.

He pulls her toward the main attraction - a DANGLING PINATA -
hanging from a towering OAK. CHILDREN waiting their turn.
PARENTS at a few makeshift tables dotting the backyard.

The BIRTHDAY BOY, 5, at the front of the line - PAPER CROWN
donning his head, red cape round his neck.

He smiles as the Brother ties his BLINDFOLD, before SPINNING
him around. Birthday Boy SWINGS - barely making contact.

OLDER BROTHER (CONT'D)
Good try... Watch how it’s done.

Little Girl rolls her eyes. Spins her Brother - who WHACKS
WILDLY - NICKING the STUFFED HORSE before FALLING.

Little Girl LAUGHS as he stands, dusting himself off.

OLDER BROTHER (CONT'D)
I'm going again.

LITTLE GIRL
It’s my turn.

Brother FORKS OVER the bat. SPINS her MORE than the others.

But she steadies, gathering her balance - WINDS UP and - BAM!
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A SHOT heard round the world. SPLAYING the pihata’s sugary
innards onto the grass - CHILDREN DIVING for candy.

Little Girl grabs a piece, pushing through the scrum - and
HANDS the bat back to her brother -

LITTLE GIRL (CONT'D)
You're welcome.

Smiles to herself as she sits on the steps at the foot of the
porch.

A HAND haphazardly CUTS into a SHEET CAKE that reads ‘1994’ -
what’s left of it anyway.

ENEDINA (CONT'D)
We keep control of Tijuana. Whoever
owes us taxes pays them now... That
keeps us going.
(Francisco nods)
What does Rigo owe?

FRANCISCO
Around $4 million.

A SMALL BODY on a SLAB. Under a plastic sheet.

CORONER
Think she could be your girl.

Victor can’t take his eyes off her small HAND, the only thing
PEEKING from the plastic...

CORONER (CONT'D)
Dark hair, dark skin... doesn’t
look a day over fourteen.
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Victor TAKES her HAND in HIS - gentle. Notes her FINGERNAILS -

him up - Nike Air Diamonds, spotless.

WALT
Nice shoes.
(off Alex’s silence)
Speak English?

ALEX
(re: shoes)
You can have them if you want...

Size
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Of course he fucking speaks English. Walt nods, wry -

WALT
Try’'n to bribe a federal agent?
(off Alex)
Look, you seem like a nice kid. So
I'm gonna be honest, Alex. It’s not
good. Actually, it’s pretty bad.

Alex shifts in his seat.

WALT (CONT'D)

Dorian shakes his head - bad news...

WALT (CONT'D)
We talk to our friends at the FBI,

That allowance won’t mean shit when
you’'re lookin’ at life.

Alex, uneasy now, sweating as Walt lays it down -

WALT

You’ve never flown before.

MARTA
(shakes her head)
No. I haven't.
(off his look)
You love it.

Amado nods, he does.

AMADO
Been all over the world...

MARTA
(light)
Find what you’re looking for?

Amado, surprised by the gquestion. Changing the subject -

AMADO

Who taught you how to play?
MARTA

My father. Taught me everything I

know.
The way she says this, we know he’s not around anymore...

AMADO
You miss him?

Marta nods. Can’t find the words. Amado knows the feeling. It
sits there. Two broken people, seeking solace in another.

Marta touches his hand. He lets her.

They sit in silence, save for sounds of kids laughter,
playing stickball.

ANDREA
You're the one who left, not me.
ERNIE
Because I got a job I couldn’t turn
down.
ANDREA

Yeah, well, so did I.

ERNIE
Bullshit. It barely pays your rent.

He's right, of course. But it doesn’t matter.

ANDREA

Rent? Our country’s on fire and no
one gives a shit.

(pause)
No one gives a shit about facts. No
one gives a shit about the truth.

(her point)
I need to be here. In Tijuana. The
work I'm doing is important.

Ernie nods. The implication clear: he and Leo are not.

ERNIE
God, you haven’t changed...

Ernie reaches into his COAT POCKET, studies a picture of
their SON, LEO, in his hands. Looks a lot like Andréa.

40.
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He hands her the PHOTO. Andréa, taking in a 3-year old Leo
looking back at her, SMILING.

ANDREA
He liking the new day care?

ERNIE
Loves 1it.

ANDREA
That’s good...

He waits for her to say something, anything... She doesn’t.

ERNIE
(stands)
We’ll call when I get home.
(beat)
Just remember to call us back...

And with that, Ernie stands, heads out. Andréa pondering the
PHOTO of the son she rarely sees.

WALT (PRE-LAP)
Fuckers gotta leave eventually...

650 INT/EXT. WALT'S SENTRA/FAUSTO’S PATHFINDER - HOUSE -TJ- NIGHT
WALT, RADIO to his lips - still parked, casing that HOUSE.

FAUSTO (OVER RADIO)
You’re buying dinner for dragging
us out here.

Walt checks his SIDEVIEW: PATHFINDER SUV parked down the
street - FAUSTO in the PASSENGER SEAT, along with TWO
SOLDIERS in plainclothes.

WALT (INTO RADIO)
Welcome to the DEA. Sit, watch, ‘n
wait for shit to happen.

FAUSTO (OVER RADIO)
Why I joined the army. Get to shoot
things and break stuff.
(beat)
And my girl likes the uniform.

Walt eyes an AIR FRESHENER around the rearview. Reminds him
of Dani - the decisions that’ve led him here...

... Before he can answer - THE FRONT DOOR OPENS -

We got movement.

ALFREDO and KITTY leave, AKs in tow.

WALT (INTO RADIO)
Copy.

- WALT watches FAUSTO'’S PATHFINDER SPEED DOWN the street -
REAR-ENDING the BRONCO. Their SUVs SCREECH to a HALT.

He clocks the house, CLIMBS OUT of his car -

WALT (INTO RADIO) (CONT'D)
I’'11l hit the house.

And SPRINTS TOWARD IT -

— Adrenaline PUMPING WHEN FRANCISCO SPRINTS PAST, KNOCKING
WALT to the GROUND - FLIPS the table, RUNS out the BACK -
Walt ON HIS HEELS -
653 INT/EXT. RAMON’S BRONCO - LOS OLIVOS - TIJUANA - NIGHT 653
KITTY GRABS an AK, climbs over the back seat into the TRUNK -

RAMON
Light ‘em up!
KITTY SHOOTS THROUGH the TRUNK'’S BACK WINDOW - SPRAYING

And OFF Enedina, holding Ramén...

We SLIDE down a ROW of HEADLINES along a newsstand - *“GUNMAN
CONFESSES” - “FACTORY WORKER KILLS PRI HOPEFUL” - until a
HAND grabs one from the shelf -

- LA VOZ. PHOTO of COLOSIO on the cover. “WHO KILLED ME?

ANDREA flips to the article, skimming it... She hands change
to the SELLER and turns down the corner...

... She passes a 45-year-old WOMAN SCRUBBING “WHY HIM?"”
PROTEST GRAFFITI off a COLOSIO MURAL.

Andréa approaches the entrance to La Voz, surprised when -

- her feet CRUNCH GLASS. Door SMASHED, CRACKED OPEN - and she
pushes inside...

Go to the OfficeMax by the bridge
and get a half-dozen typewriters.

ISAAC

Alex, distraught, can barely get the words out -

ALEX
It’'s—— it’s Ramdén. He thinks I
ratted on him.

We let wasps live on the porch. For
years.

AMADO, VICENTE and CORRAL dine at Juarez’'s finest restaurant.

INT. TAPICERIA LOS MOCHIS - FLOOR - SINALOA - DUSK 677
FOLLOW A MAN who WALKS PAST furniture in the empty tapiceria - *

ENEDINA (0.S.)
I won't repeat that mistake...

EXT. ZAMBADA'S WHARF - SHRIMP DOCKS - MAZATLAN - DUSK 678
Rubber boots NOW RUNNING down the dock -

ENEDINA (0.S.)
... And neither will our family.

- Boots slow to a stop. FLAMES WARMING MAYO'’S FACE - STARING
AT HIS BOAT, ABLAZE.

INT. TAPICERIA LOS MOCHIS - PALMA’'S OFFICE - SIN. - DUSK 679
The Man BURSTS into the back office - Colt .38 AIMED HIGH - *
REVEAL - IT’S DAVID BARRON. He SCANS the office - NO PALMA in *
sight... BANG! AZUL’S SHOT in the FOREHEAD.

INT. UPSCALE RESTAURANT - JUAREZ - NIGHT 680

Amado stares off at the OLDER MAN playing piano... thinking
about Marta... WHEN -

TWO GUYS ID AMADO - RAISE PISTOLS, UNLOADING LEAD - Amado’s
BODYGUARDS return fire -

VICENTE FLIPS the table, PULLS Amado to the ground -

Assassins shooting it out with Amado’s Bodyguards - HITTING
VICENTE in the SHOULDER -

Amado and Corral DRAG VICENTE, as they crawl to the KITCHEN -
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EXT. ENEDINA'S HOME - PATIO - TIJUANA - NIGHT (INTERCUT) 6&1
Back with Enedina on her patio - *

ENEDINA (INTO PHONE)
I've taken steps to protect us...

INT/EXT. REBOLLO’S SUBURBAN - ROAD - TJ - NIGHT (DRIVING) 682
REBOLLO’S Suburban burns through a YELLOW light.

ENEDINA (0.S.) *
... Against everyone.

Walt tracks something in the REARVIEW - a TINTED SUV SPEEDING *
UP to FAUSTO'S FOLLOW CAR, STOPPED at a RED LIGHT.

INT/EXT. FAUSTO’S SUBURBAN - ROAD - TJ - NIGHT (PARKED)
The SUV - windows down. AK’S OUT. RAMON and ALFREDO OPEN FIRE-

SLAUGHTERING FAUSTO AND HIS MEN.

INT/EXT. REBOLLO’S SUBURBAN - ROAD - TJ - NIGHT (DRIVING) 683
Rebollo SCREAMS at the Driver -

REBOLLO
TURN AROUND!

Suburban RACING BACK toward Fausto...
INT/EXT. FAUSTO’S SUBURBAN - ROAD - TJ - NIGHT (PARKED) 684

ALFREDO jumps out, STARING DOWN Rebollo’s SUBURBAN BARRELING
toward him. SMILES - approaching the passenger window -

FAUSTO, bleeding, BUT STILL ALIVE...
Until Alfredo rests a GRENADE in his lap.

A FIREBALL EXPLODES toward the heavens.

INT. RAMON’S SUBURBAN - ROAD - TIJUANA - NIGHT (DRIVING) 685
Alfredo hops in the car, a giddy Ramén SLAPPING his back.

RAMON
You're a fucking wolf, bro.

Alfredo grins - turns toward the back seat -

ALFREDO
You did good. Proud of you.
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REVEAL - ALEX, finally EXHALING. The ‘rat’ REDEEMED.

And the Suburban ZOOMS into the night...

EXT. ENEDINA’'S HOME - PATIO - TIJUANA - NIGHT 686
Enedina hangs up the phone. She takes a long drag of her
cigarette... Enjoying the silence... VICTORIOUS.

INT/EXT. FAUSTO’S SUBURBAN - ROAD - TIJUANA - NIGHT 687

Rebollo gets out of the Suburban - approaches Fausto’s
roasting corpse.

STARES STRAIGHT into the FLAMES. Jaw clenched. Living in it.
